Community Service Awards—
presented to 4-H’ers who have completed 
the most hours of community service. Award 
recipients receive a $30 activity certificate 
redeemable towards 4-H activities & supplies. 
Five winners in age 14 & over division and ten 
winners age 13 & under.

4-H Meritorious Service—presented 
to individuals or organizations which have 
exhibited consistent and strong support of the 
4-H program. 4-H members are not eligible.

Outstanding 4-H Member—  
presented to an individual who has excelled 
in their involvement with the 4-H program 
and are 14 years of age or older. The basis for 
selection appraises the variety and depth of 
4-H activities.

I Dare You Youth Leadership 
Award—awarded on behalf of the American 
Youth Foundation (AYF) to high school 
juniors or seniors who strive to achieve their 
personal best and make a positive difference 
in their community. Two 4-H members will 
be selected from Lancaster County.
